Pending IRS Hearings

The IRS will soon issue proposed regulations on standards for return preparer penalties under Section 6694,

according to IRS Associate Chief Counsel Deborah Butler. She made the remarks on May 9 and stated that the IRS



hoped to have the rules out before the end of May 2009, with a hearing in August
2008 and final rules issued in October . Butler stated that the proposed rules would
continue to apply to both signing and non-signing preparers and will include some
new examples outlining the application of the rules. One difficulty is that Section
6694 applies to an individual who prepared a "substantial portion of a return" but
does not define what is meant by that phrase . IRS officials note that it may not be pos-
sible for a non-signing individual to know whether their advice was substantial or not .
Another issue expected to be addressed in the proposed regulations is the base on
which to assess penalty amounts . One option the IRS is considering is to look at all
fees a preparer has earned from a client relating to a particular item on a return and
the other option is to base any penalty on the return taken as a whole. CSEA and
NSEA are organized to answer questions regarding these proceedings, to keep us
informed of pending legislation, and to protect us from unfair rules . Our support for
both organizations including the PAC find insures our right to practice our profes-
sion .

2008-09 Budget Adopted
Donald H. McAllister, E.A ., 2007-08 Budget Chair

The Board of Directors approved a Balanced Budget for the 2008-2009 fiscal
year at it's July 9th Board meeting.

The Primary Sources of Chapter income for 08-09 are : 1) member dues ($25
each) collected by CSEA and forwarded to us ; 2) monthly meeting fees which were
increased as members prepay $250.00, members individual meeting $35 .00 & $40 .00
for May/June - 09, other than members $40 .00 & $45 .00 for May/June - 09 ; 3) fees
from sponsored seminars by Brass Tax, Client Whys, IRS Practitioner &
Representation . The IRS seminars are our Chapter's major source of net income.

The greatest expenditures are seminar expenses, Board expenses, Quickfinders,
advertising and Newsletter. There was a slight increase in the budget for our seminar
expenses, which largely occurred because the Representation Seminar was move to
later in the year to avoid a conflict and Website operation for a fill year . Decreases
were made in advertising, membership, awards, National & State meetings, and the
Chapter Retreat.

Overall, budgeted expenses decreased by $1700 .00 from the prior year; howev-
er, the expected income was increased by $3210.00 . A complete copy of the budget is
included as an insert to the Newsletter .

With a balanced budget our Chapter is in a sound financial condition . This will
allow us to maintain our reserves at a level to continue to front monies for sponsored
seminars and approved activities, as well as having funds for unexpected and unfore-
seen developments .

IRC Section
336(a) requires this to be handled as a sale even if the assets are distributed to the
shareholders and not sold . There is a tax at liquidation!
